Within Europe EBICS has established itself as the
communication standard, allowing professional clients to
connect their own financial systems to VP Bank.

With e-banking's switch to a modern web platform and
the introduction of the forward-looking EBICS standard for
data exchange, VP Bank has decided to transfer the
previous e-Post download functionality for mass
downloading to EBICS.

You will retain the option of saving e-Post messages
manually via e-banking.
